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Distinguished Delegates,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is my honor to welcome all of you to the “Mongolia: Investors’ Forum 2006” being held
within the framework of the celebration of 800" Anniversary of Statehood of Great
Mongolia. | am pleased to also mention here that this Forum is coinciding with 80"
Anniversary of the Construction Sector of Mongolia.

| am confident that this Forum will provide you with useful information and insights on
current situation of and further foreign investment potentials in the construction sector of
Mongolia. | believe that the distinguished participants will freely discuss your thoughts and
deliberations and will actively and constructively participate in this Forum.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Except some depressions experienced during the 1990s, the construction sector of
Mongolia has been successfully developed during the last eight decades.

As of today some 1000 construction erection companies, 190 construction design
companies and 250 building material producers, collectively employing over 30,000
engineering technical staff and skilled workers, are operating country-wide. Among those
there are 90 construction, 5 construction design and over 50 building material companies
with foreign investment.

| would like to highlight here the volume of construction erection and rehabilitation works
performed by the construction sector, which has grown annually by 3-30%. In monetary
terms such growth constitute from 77,1 billion tugrics in 2000 to 174.2 billion and 179.7
billion tugrics respectively in 2004 and 2005.

Out of construction erection and rehabilitation works in amount of 179.1 billion tugrics
performed last year, works of 147.1 billion and 32 billion tugrics or 17.9% were performed
respectively by the domestic companies and companies with foreign investment.

Compare to the state owned enterprises which performed last year construction erection
works of 36.7 billion tugrics, the private companies dominated in the construction market
by performing works of 94.9 billion tugrics, which is higher by 9 billion tugrics or 10.5%
against 2004. Performance by the foreign invested companies in 2005 also increased by
5.5 billion tugrics or 55.5% against 2004.

Given such increased demand and growth of construction works, volume and diversity of
design works and building material industry have been increased on annual basis. For the
last four years more that 20 new building material plants were put into operation allowing
to locally produce some of the building materials which had been imported before. As a
result building material industry produced in 2005 products valued at 18.3 billion tugrics
compare to 6 billion in 2000.



The Government of Mongolia has been actively encouraging foreign investment and
assistance in the construction sector, as a result, number of projects and programs has
been implemented and many are well under their implementation.

As of today four projects are being implemented with foreign direct investment, four under
soft loans and ten with grant aid. The examples of ongoing projects include “Four Season
Gardens” invested by Japanese company Suruga, “Moscow District” with Russian
investment, “Silver Prague” invested by Czech company Hanzl, and “Marshal Town”
invested by the USA.

Number of projects and programs are being successfully implemented including World
Bank funded “Ulaanbaatar Services Improvement Project 11", ADB funded “Housing
Finance Sector Project” and “Integrated Development of Basic Urban Services in
Provincial Towns Project’, as well as “Improving Living Environment of Ger Areas in
Mongolian Towns Project”, “Integrated Urban Development Program”, and
“Commercialization of Super Insulated Buildings in Mongolia” Project funded respectively

by JFPR, GTZ and joint UNDP and GEF grant aids.

Moreover, preparatory works have been completed for the implementation of “Training of
Skilled Workers in Construction Sector”, “Urban Development and Housing Sector
Project”, and “Energy Efficient Buildings” projects to be respectively funded by JFPR grant

aid, ADB soft loan and joint UNDP and GEF grant funds.
Ladies and Gentlemen,

The Government of Mongolia defined its goal in the construction and urban development
sector as “.... to ensure increased housing supply, improved quality, productivity and
efficiency of the construction sector by developing and implementing adequate urban
development and land management policies of Mongolia.” Under this overarching goal, the
Government has initiated several important activities to develop and implement the most
efficient urban development system in the country; provide land administration, geodesy
and cartography with adequate policies and guidance; encourage land privatization;
develop policies to ensure economic circulation of land, create favorable legal and
economic environment for the entities operating in the construction sector; ensure
accessibility of the citizens to long-term mortgage lending facilities for ownership of
adequate housing; and enhance international cooperation in the sector. In addition, the
Government encourages cooperation with domestic and foreign investors who propose
advanced technology and sophisticated innovations, and with business communities who
support development activities in the construction sector of Mongolia.

| would like to briefly mention here some completed and ongoing activities for improving
legal framework of the construction sector.

In line with the objectives stated in the Government Action Program as to (i) advance
construction sector development to an international level, (ii) introduce community
participatory approach in urban planning, (iii) improve housing supply and infrastructure
provision, (iv) construct multi-story apartment buildings affordable for the citizens, and (iv)
create housing mortgage system and improve legal framework for its implementation, the
Parliament of Mongolia passed and enforced in 2005 the “Law on the Value Added Tax
Exemption of Some Materials, Machinery, Goods, Works and Services” and “Law on
Customs Duties Exemption of Some Materials, Machinery, Goods, Works and Services”.

According to the above legislations machinery and equipment imported for the purpose of
technical and technological modernization of the construction sector are being exempted
from the VAT and customs duties.



The Ministry of Construction and Urban Development (MCUD) jointly with the Ministry of
Finance, National Tax Authority and General Customs Office established a task force and
developed guidelines stipulating procedures for exemption from, deduction of, and
reimbursement for VAT and customs duties.

As of 1 July 2006, VAT and customs duties in amount of USD1.00 million that supposed
to be imposed on machinery and equipment imported by 90 entities were exempted.

In 2006 activities for improving legislative framework of the construction sector have been
focused on to revise in accordance with the current requirements and enforce the
“Construction Law”, “Procedure for Putting the Buildings into Operation”, “Procedure for
Issuing Permission for Start-up and Continuation of Construction Works”, and “Guidelines
for Employers of Construction Activities”. In addition, revision and updating of construction
codes and bill of quantity codes are being undertaken in accordance with the set plan.
Moreover, we are conducting activities targeted at introduction of new techniques,

technologies, material, and structural elements through updated codes.
Ladies and Gentlemen,

Housing stock of Mongolia increased from 6474.4 thousand m? in 2000 to 7127.4
thousand m? in 2004. In 2005 some 3165 housing units were built country-wide. For the
last few years housing construction accounted for about 30% of total construction works
performed in the country.

With aim to implement provision of the Government Action Plan stipulated as “The
Government will support construction material industry”, one of the objectives in front of us
would be to’ renovate old plants and facilities for building material production to facilitate
their increased competitiveness, meanwhile, create enabling environment to support
production of export oriented new construction materials as well as those which would
replace currently imported ones.

During the last four years over 70 small building material plants were put into operation,
out of which 20 were launched in 2005, allowing to locally produce some of the materials
that had been imported before. Thanks to this, total number of construction material plants
reached over 60 in 2005 and output of the construction material industry rose from 6 billion
tugrics in 2000 to 17 billion tugrics in 2005.

Namely, production facilities for color tiles for surfacing foot paths and squares, PVC
panels for insulation, PVC-framed windows and doors, metal doors, PVC-pipes for water
supply and sewerage system, PVC-elements, ceramic bath tubs, sink and other sanitation
equipment, wall blocks, lightweight concretes, perlite concrete, mineral-wool concrete, clay
die aggregate, dry plastering, facing bricks, roofs, sand-cement tiles etc. have been
launched.

Besides supporting development of small and medium building material plants, the MCUD
is exerting specific attention to the improvement of quality of construction materials, thus,
is collaborating in policy framework with State Inspection Agency and other related NGOs
for strengthening quality control mechanism.

In 2005 the Standard Sub-Committee on Construction, which is aimed to supply the
consumers with building materials with adequate quality and introduce new sophisticated
material and technologies to the production, developed 52 new and revised 5 existing
standards and invalidated 8 standards, in total got approved 65 standards by the National
Center of Standardization and Measurement.



The Government is working to implement its objective to develop public utilities sector in
coordination with population settlement patterns and future urban development trends,
supply the population with potable water consistent with required standards, ensure
reliable operation of water supply system, ensure efficient use of water resources, and
improve operation of waste water treatment plants. Number of projects is being
implemented with assistance of ADB, World Bank and other donor agencies and countries
in this sector, namely, “Integrated Development of Basic Urban Services in Provincial
Towns Project”, “Ulaanbaatar Services Improvement Project II”, “Waste Water Treatment
Plant Project in Ulaanbaatar” and “Improvement of Water Supply Facilities in Ulaanbaatar
Project”. Preparation works are being conducted for the implementation of projects to
improve water supply system and Waste Water Treatment Plant in Erdenet city and water
supply system in Darkhan, Sukhbaatar and Altanbulag cities.

With official development assistance of the Czech Republic the projects for improving
water supply in rural areas and suburban ger areas of Ulaanbaatar city are going to be
commenced.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Based on the assessment of the current status of and challenges encountering
construction sector the future development directions for the sector have been identified.
We are working to implement them, hence, we would like to draw your attention to the
following activities being contemplated.

- The MCUD is giving priority to and proposing for your consideration the
“40,000 Housing Program?”, “Airport City Project” and “Improved Water Supply
Project”. These projects will be separately presented by our presenters. Others
include:

- Training of skilled workers in construction sector, for this purpose strengthen
training facilities of and ensure normal operation by the training institutions;

- Support to the introduction of advanced technologies, sophisticated
techniques, material and structural elements into production;

- Implementation of the projects targeted at improved housing supply for and
housing condition of the population;

- Fund raising for housing construction and infrastructure provision, issue
Government Bonds and Securities to finance some portion of the fund.
Recently, the Parliament endorsed the issue of Government Bonds with value
of 60 billion tugrics.

- Improving construction code system, design and engineering-geological
survey works in line with conditions of market relations;

- Revision and updating technology, quality and standards of structural
elements for buildings;

- Improving quality control system for building materials, developing binding
material industry in line with the market demand; and creating legal framework
that would ensure national security;

- Introducing energy efficient technologies, increasing production of insulation
materials, lightening and diversifying structural elements;

- Undertaking preventive actions from earthquake; and

- Developing and implementing programs for technical modernization for the
sector.

We also prepared draft revisions of “Construction Law”, “Urban Development Law”, “Law
on Legal Status of Cities and Villages”, draft law on “Mortgage Backed Securities”, and
Master Plan for “40,000 Housing Program”.



Actions are being undertaken to develop programs and plans for turning Kharkhorin and
Erdenezuu towns into model tourism cities. Our long-term plans also include re-
development of Khanbogd soum in Southgobi aimag into the city with modern design and
planning based on Oyu Tolgoi mining deposit.

The Government is taking actions to enhance foreign relations in the construction sector,
study construction methodologies, materials, techniques and technology of the countries
with technical and technological advancement, and participate in international construction
fairs and exhibitions.

Although the Government of Mongolia is working towards achieving development goals
identified for construction sector, it does recognize the need to attract foreign investors for
the implementation of specific projects, continuously introduce new technologies from
abroad, regularly send its human resources to the developed countries for training and re-
training, thus, | would like to stress out here that we are ready to cooperate with you in the
above fields.

| am confident that we will come up with many new thoughts and ideas from this Forum
which would facilitate the implementation of specific projects and programs with foreign
investment. | wish successful participation all of you in this Forum.
