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Ladies and Gentlemen,

First of all, 1 would like to extend my sincere gratitude to the participants of the forum,
international banking and financial organizations, members of the diplomatic corps,
representatives of foreign businesses interested in investing in Mongolia, national business leaders
and other representatives of the business community.

Concerned with sustainable economic growth in the region, the Government of Mongolia attaches
great importance to the development of the food and agricultural industry and the improvement of
the capacity to manage risk in the sector. The transition from the socialist system to a free market
economy is nearly completed throughout the country, and citizens and entities are becoming
adapted to the new system. Last year, the country's GDP increased by 5.4%. These positive
developments can be seen in the food and agriculture sector, which produces 21.7% of the GDP
and 13 percent of the foreign cash flow comes from the export of agricultural-originated products.

The livestock sector produces 80 percent of the total agricultural production. The livestock number
has increased in the last three consecutive years, reaching 30.4 million heads by end of 2005. That
is 2.4 million head more or an 8.5 % increase compared to previous year. By end of this year, it
expects to reach about 32 million heads of livestock.

In 2006, it is estimated that Mongolia will harvest more than 130,000 tons of crop and 156,000
tons of potatoes and vegetables, which will be a 70% increase in crop and a 10% increase in potato
and vegetable production compared to previous year. The food sector employs 13% of the total
workers in the industrial sector and produces 12 percent of the total industrial output.

I am confident that this forum will make a substantial contribution to consolidate and build upon
these positive developments, to explore new options for increasing domestic and foreign
investment in the agricultural sector and to exchange opinions on problems within the sector and
discuss ways in which they may be resolved.

In this regard, let me briefly introduce’ the advantages and disadvantages of investment in the food
and agriculture sector, as well as ways to improve an investment efficiently.

The population of Mongolia, as well as foreign tourists are likely to increase in coming years,
leading to an expected sharp increase in the demand for food by consumers. Currently domestic



production satisfies its own food consumption for major table food products such as 20-25% of
flour, 70% of potato and 53%o0f vegetables demand.

Consumption of nutrient and mineral-rich foods such as fish, eggs, vegetables and fruit among our
population is insufficient. Mongolia imports many food products such as rice, vegetable oil, sugar
and butter.

Because of its low population and livestock density, it has a low probability for the outbreak of
animal diseases and our livestock is well adapted to the harsh continental climate, decreasing
production costs of animal husbandry and creating opportunities for ecologically pure agricultural
products. There are many advantages such as unpolluted fertile soils for farming is available.

Mongolia's extreme continental climate and long sunny days lead to a natural cleansing process
that reduces pest, viral and other infections. Also, because of the extensive photosynthetic periods,
higher quality products and higher yields can be harvested.

Since chemical enterprises are not developed in Mongolia, plant protection materials, fertilizers,
different hormones and substances for speeding up plant and animal growth are not produced
domestically that makes Mongolian produced livestock and crop products generally to be
ecologically clean. In future, in order to intensify livestock and crop production farming, we are
planning to utilize new modern scientific achievements and technologies in very appropriate ways.

I would like to draw your attention to the following in order to promote investing in the food and
agriculture sector and develop cooperation among interested parties.

1. The legal environment of the sector is relatively favorable for making investments. The
Parliament enacted the Government Policy on Food and Agriculture in 2003 that sets forth the
main measures to develop the sector until 2015. This year, we jointly with ADB, we have
formulated Agriculture’s sector strategy in order to implement the above mentioned strategy.

The legal basis such as the amended Land Law, adoption of the Law on the Allocation of Land to
the Citizens of Mongolia, Crop Law, Law on Land Fee and its associated Government decree,
which sets the maximum land fee to be less than 0.5 USD per ha, have created very favorable
conditions for crop and intensified livestock farmers. As well imported seed and domestically
processed meat are subject to exemption from VAT. In addition, imported high quality breeding
livestock and pigs are exempted from custom’s tax. During period of August to April, custom
taxes for potato and vegetables increases 3 times in order to support domestic production. This
year, amendments were made in the Tax Law by changing taxation classification, reducing VAT
from 15% to 10% and also formulated that import and custom taxe's and VAT would be decreased
for foreign investors in the major economically prioritized sectors, including food and agriculture.

2. A healthy banking and financial sector has been developed, resulting in the provision of quality
financial services. The inflation rate has stabilized and fluctuations are of the order of decimal
points only. The capacity of commercial banks to provide financial service has improved,
bureaucratic inconveniences related to lending services have been reduced. People have started to



use their loans efficiently and their solvency has improved as a result. Consequently, the number of
non-performing loans has decreased year by year.

3. There is great potential and interest, to export final products to international markets by
processing raw materials from livestock such as meat, milk, wool, cashmere, intestines, animal
skins and leather, rather than just raw materials. Annually, Mongolia supplies more than 200 tons
of carcass meat, 277,000 tons of milk, 6,0-8,4 million skins, 17,000 tons of wool and 3,000 tons of
cashmere..

4. Within the crop sector, there is the potential to increase domestic and foreign investment aimed
at intensifying production. In 1990, a total of 1.3 million hectares of land was under cultivation.
The abrupt privatization of large (collective-and state-owned) farms at the beginning of the
transition period caused more than 690 million hectares of cultivated land to be abandoned,
resulting in a sharp drop in national agricultural output. There are also available more than 300
thousand ha of flat land with water resources possible for irrigation, of which only 15% is being
utilized. In the Dornod region, 290 thousand ha of arable land, which has not been utilized for crop
production is available.

5. Many possibilities exist to increase investment in domestic processing industries utilizing cheap
but quality raw materials. Many small and medium scale industries have been established that use
modern technologies and adhere to the hygiene and sanitary requirements of the food industry;
:products and packaging have been Improved.

A number of slaughterhouses and’ simple™ processing plants have been established throughout the
country, 28 large and small-scale industries capable of supplying more than 70,000 tons of carcass
meat are operating. The number of dairy processing plants has been twofold compared with 1999
and, as of today, the number has reached 33 As a result, the volume of processed milk has
increased.

More than 130 small and medium-scale factories, capable of producing flour for the domestic
market are in operation. The production of food items such as bread, pastry, noodles and soft
drinks has increased and competition amongst producers is increasing. The food industry has
grown 2.1-3.3% during the past 3 years. But the main objectives of our food industry are to
introduce new technologies, to increase labor productivity, to provide the domestic market with
quality goods and support production of import substitution activities, and to increase exports.
Therefore, today there is still a high demand for investment in the sector.

6. The professional and capable human resource of the sector will play a significant role in
increasing the efficiency of investments. This year 45% of total population live and work in rural
areas. Agriculture sector professionals are trained mainly at the Mongolian National Agricultural
University, the Science and Technological University, as well as in several colleges and schools at
the provincial and local level for the purpose of training professional workers and technicians.
Also, several institutions are conducting research studies in the livestock, agriculture and
veterinary fields. There are needs to make more investment to improve their capacity building and
material basis in order to increase quality of education and training and strengthen research studies
and training activities.



7. The Government of Mongolia has consistently pursued a policy of support for the development
of open cooperation and free market relationships, in line with modern globalization. Its
membership in the World Trade Organization, the UN's Food and Agriculture Organization and
the International Organization of Animal Health enables Mongolia to export and import food and
agricultural raw materials and products. Neighboring countries such as China and Russia
traditionally import large amounts of agriculture products and raw materials that creates a
substantial advantages in terms of geographical location and capacity.

8. Experience has been gained in implementing foreign programs and projects, cooperating with
international agencies. Reliable business partnerships have already been established. Since the
transition to a free market economy, a total of 60 foreign projects and programs were, and are
being implemented, funded by foreign countries and organizations, amounting to $300 million in
the food and agricultural sector. Fifty percent of the mentioned projects are funded through grants
while others are through loans. Foreign programs and projects should be directed to attracting
foreign investment and in developing cooperation.

Although there are many advantages and favorable conditions for investment, the risks and
disadvantages should also be taken into account. For instance, social factors such as poor
infrastructure and old and dilapidated heating systems, weak water and electricity infrastructure
and isolation to markets are still existing in rural areas. Agricultural enterprises remain widely
scattered, as do their labor forces.

It is crucial for all investors and interested parties to take into consideration the present level of the
food and agriculture sector and its economic and legal environment as well as the above mentioned
advantages and disadvantages when considering investment.

I would like to address some of issues that are prioritized and require investment in the
food and agriculture sector.

1. Developing meat and dairy intensified farming for the purpose of supplying larger cities and
settlements with higher population density.

2. Establishing Feed-lot farming for exporting beef, mutton, pig and horse meat in crop
producing regions.

3. Implementing large scaled project on utilization of water sources and development of irrigated
agricultural production

4. Manufacturing and processing ecologically clean final products such as skin, meat, wool and
cashmere.

5. Producing and exporting a cultivated fodder without any chemical fertilizers and supplying
farmers, who are engaged in producing ecologically clean products through environment friendly
technologies.



6. Planting irrigated crop, vegetable, potato, raps, fruit and fodder plants, processing vegetable oil
for using food and petroleum consumption.

7. Marketing ecologically clean, luxury-brand products at domestic and international markets by
improving food processing, packaging and hygiene and quality standards; introducing
biotechnology achievements in the livestock sector.

8. Establishing breeding nucleus herds of meat, milk and other high-quality domestic breeds and
marketing semen, embryos and breeding animals.

9. Manufacturing and marketing veterinary drugs and preparations

10. Establishing repairing stations for installing small and medium sized agricultural techniques
11. Starting leasing services for agricultural machineries and techniques

12. Manufacturing chemical and biological fertilizers

13. Manufacturing an irrigation equipments, plastic materials for green houses and wires for
fencing. These are samples of many activities which are in demand and also possible to start in
Mongolia.

In summary, the Mongolian Government has encouraged domestic and foreign investment by
formulating objectives, setting priorities and issuing policies in a favorable legal environment, a
relatively favorable tax, customs and trade environment and a stabilized and functioning banking
and financial system. This concludes my brief presentation on investment opportunities in the food
and agriculture sector.
